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The content of this volume of Hysterical Books is part of the debate on asemic wriƟng, a research
that involves the six secƟons of the curators concerned with an original theme for each in sharing
with the other invited women arƟsts, each curator is also part of the secƟon of another. It is an
internaƟonally arƟculated gallery in which Italian arƟsts are widely recognized for their parƟcular
contribuƟon.  The  Brazilian,  BriƟsh,  Canadian,  Finnish,  Indian,  Taiwanese,  Ukrainian  and  US
holdings give an insight into the images in the variety of data signals.
